· And the Lord shall make thee the head, and not the tail; and thou shalt be above only, and thou shalt not be beneath...

· [I] Cease not to give thanks for you, making mention of you in my prayers,

· That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him:

· The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of His calling, and what the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints,

· And what is the exceeding greatness of His power to usward who believe, according to the working of His mighty power,

· Which He wrought in Christ, when He raised Him from the dead, and set Him at His Own right hand in the heavenly places....

Ephesians 3:14-19

· For this cause I bow my knees unto the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ,

· Of Whom the whole family in heaven and earth is named,

· That he would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be srengthened with might by His spirit in the inner man;

· That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted and grounded in love,

· May be able to comprehend with all saints what is the breadth, and length, and depth, and height;

· And to know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, that ye may be filled with all the fulness of God.

Collosians 1:12-14

· Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet [able] to be partakers of the saints in light;

· Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of His dear Son;

· In Whom we have redemption through His blood, even the forgiveness of sins.

Luke 11:9-13

· And I say unto you, Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you.
